Abstract:

In large sections of the western world there are lively public and policy debates about segregation and integration and in particular about the potential impact of specific population compositions in certain neighbourhoods in cities on integration and social opportunities. There clearly are some prevailing ideologies, perceptions, assumptions and policy responses regarding segregation and potential (neighbourhood) integration effects. In this contribution these prevailing ideas will be addressed and subsequently confronted with theory on segregation and neighbourhood effects, and confronted with empirical research and evidence.

Sako Musterd is Professor of Social Geography at the University of Amsterdam. His current research is in the fields of regionalisation of cities, spatial segregation and social exclusion in large metropolitan areas in Europe.
